1. A check payable to Bare Root Inc. must be received by June 1, 2012.  First come, first served will apply so mail early. We will inform you that your check has been received and a seat is being held for you.


2. You will have an opportunity to create your own institutional campaign to choose the nurse who will ride on the Nurses Float. Please keep in mind this nurse must be able to pass a safety procedure demonstrating getting on/off the float within 45 seconds.  We will need the name of your Nurse by June 1, 2012.


3. The nurse may be required to sign certain documents required by the Tournament of Roses and the decorating company, Phoenix Floats.

4. The name and information about the nurse who will be riding on the float must be received by June 1, 2012.  See attached information sheet. 


5. The nurse you choose must be available for interviews and media opportunities.  We will attempt to schedule these events with advance notice. 

6. The nurse must be available on December 31, 2012 for the judging of the floats by the Tournament of Roses officials.

7. The nurse must be available early the morning of January 1, 2013 to proceed to the actual Nurses Float.
